Make arrangements for 
exposed employee and source 

blood to be transported to 
Tucson ER 

Make initial determination if 
exposure has occurred. 

Collect Exposure Packet from 
Tucson ER and deliver to 

Chief Infectious Control Officer 
 

 Chief Infection Control 
Officer (DC Health & 

Safety) 

 

Review all reports in 
exposure packet 

Confirm with HR that they 
have received all appropriate 

documentation 

Employee Supervisor 

Notify Battalion Chief and 
Shift EMS Captain 

immediately. 

Adjust staffing if necessary 

Human Resources 

Communicate with GRFD 
Chief Infection Control Officer 

Maintain all records 
associated with exposure
